

Uptown Development Request for Proposal

PROJECT RFP SUMMARY

The City of Chilton is requesting proposals for the development of two adjacent city-owned vacant lots located at 29 W. Main Street in the Uptown central business district. 
Vision

The City of Chilton envisions the vacant lots be developed and be used for either retail, commercial, office, restaurant or other use that is compatible with a central business district. Ideally the building will be two stories including basement. Exterior would be brick. Windows should consist of a minimum of 60 percent of the space on the store front.
Property Description

The proposal is for redevelopment of two adjacent vacant lots described as Lot 2 of certified survey map # 2936. See attached map.

Property History

27 W. Main St. has been, and currently is, a parking lot for almost 40 years. 35 W. Main St. housed the former Karl-Kent building which was demolished in 2010.

Area Description/Recent Development Activity

The City of Chilton has taken steps to revitalize the Uptown district through the creation of the Uptown Master Plan and Tax Increment Finance District (TID) #4. Within the last several years, the city has seen the construction of a 40-unit senior housing apartment complex and rehabilitation of four existing properties. 

Zoning

The lots are currently zoned Planned Unit Development (PUD).
Environmental Information

A Phase I environmental study was completed on the properties. Electronic copies are available upon request.
Purchase Price

Price is negotiable. The City of Chilton reserves the right to award the project based on the size and scope of the development, the proposed business which would occupy the structure and the timeframe in which the structure is completed. The property is sold “as is” and all site preparation is the responsibility of the selected developer.
PROJECT EVALUATION CRITERIA

The project will not be awarded strictly on price paid for the property as much as it will be on the developer’s ability construct a building that will fit well in the city’s long-range development plans for the Uptown district. Thus it is important for the developer to present a detailed building plan. This should include the following:
· The overall look and design of the new structure and how it compliments the current building stock in the Uptown district.
· The ability of the plan to create new business opportunities in the Uptown district.
· The ability of the plan to increase the tax base of the Uptown district.
· The ability of the plan to make Uptown Chilton attractive to visitors.
· The ability of the plan to compliment the existing Uptown architectural and streetscaping features.
RFP RESPONSE REQUIREMENTS
To successfully respond to this RFP, the following information must be provided:

Name of Developer
The name of the individual, development company or, if responding as a joint venture, the name of the joint venture and the names of each individual company making up the joint venture and the ownership percentages.

Experience
Provide the individual’s name, company name, address, phone, fax and email information that will act as the primary contact person. 

Define the roles and provide resumes of all individuals proposed to play major roles during each of the negotiation, planning, design, construction and facility occupation project stages.  Resumes shall include all past similar projects each individual has been involved in and the roles they played in each of those projects.

Provide information regarding the past similar projects that have been successfully completed by the firm, joint venture and/or joint venture firms and include “Owner” contact information for each project. For each project cited, provide the project construction cost, project initiation and completion dates and the occupancy rates obtained for each development type within 12 months of completing construction.

Project Description:

Describe the project that would be proposed. Describe the timeframes envisioned to complete the Development of the project. Note: Building and façade designs are subject to review from the Chilton Redevelopment Authority.
Color Rendering

Include in the project description a color rendering to show the façade, sides and back of the building. Also include on the drawing any signs, awnings or other items. 

Project Financing: 

Describe the financing and debt retirement for each proposed development type and provide names of financial institutions that would provide financing for each development type.

 

Provide sufficient financial references, credit references, financial statements, and letters of financial commitment from banking institutions or whatever other information would clearly establish the financial ability to successfully complete the project.

Development Assistance
The City of Chilton is committed to the success of future development in the Uptown area.  The City of Chilton has created TID # 4, through which it has made significant investments through property acquisition, tenant relocation and site preparation. The City has created a Revolving Loan Fund that allows property owners to borrow up to $50,000 at 2% interest paid back over 15 years. The funds need to be used for building construction.
Responding to RFP

All responses to this RFP must be submitted in a sealed envelope marked “Uptown Chilton Development RFP", addressed to "Todd Schwarz, Director of Public Works" and delivered to CITY OF CHILTON, 42 School Street, Chilton, Wisconsin 53014 no later than 2:00 pm on Wednesday, February 1, 2017. Each sealed envelope shall include 12 complete original responses. Proposals received after the above submittal deadline may not be reviewed.

Property is sold as is. 

All costs related to the preparation of responses to this RFP are the responsibility of the responder. The City of Chilton assumes no liability for any costs incurred. All materials submitted shall become the property of the City of Chilton without any restrictions on usage and are non-refundable.

The City of Chilton reserves the right to make such investigations as it deems appropriate to determine the ability of any responder to carry out the proposed project and the right to request additional information from any prospective responder.

This RFP process does not commit the City to award a contract or to procure or contract for services. The City of Chilton intends to enter into an Agreement with the selected development team on the basis of the City’s best interest and advantage and reserves the right to accept or reject any or all responses to this RFP process, or to cancel this RFP process in part or in its entirety if in the best interest of the City to do so.

All proposals submitted in response to this RFP may become a public record. By submitting a proposal, the City of Chilton reserves the right to retain all proposals submitted and to use any ideas in a proposal regardless of whether that proposal is selected.
SELECTION PROCESS AND SCHEDULE
The selection process for each project site will include the review and evaluation of all proposals in accordance with the Project Evaluation Criteria by the Chilton Redevelopment Authority. The Chilton Redevelopment Authority will recommend a preferred developer/project to the Chilton City Council and a decision will be made formal pursuant to the below schedule. It is anticipated that following formal selection of preferred developer/project, the City of Chilton and the developer will engage in additional negotiation and a development agreement will be signed between parties prior to project commencement. The tentative schedule for the selection process is as follows:
